Objective: 
· Create a series of photographs by composing a single subject or theme from several completely different points of view.
Assignment:  
· Vary the composition of each frame by adjusting both the camera angle and subject distance.  Adjust the aperture to control depth of field (the wider the aperture, the smaller the number, the less background is in focus).
Thoughts on Composition:

· Attempt shooting from a dramatic viewpoint and look for strong framing elements like your previous assignments. 
· Start shooting from farther away and slowly move closer to the subject to provide a wider angle and then a more intimate view.
· Make sure you eliminate any unnecessary or distracting elements from your composition by changing where you stand.

· Look for strong directional lines, unique focal points, and contrasting values.

Thoughts on Subject Matter:

· Search for subject matter that is going to thoughtfully engage the viewer. 

· Your goal should be to excite and intrigue the senses or even provide an emotional appeal.

· Attempt to document an event or tell a story through your series of images.
· Focus on a person and their life experiences or even a place and its significance.

Technical Requirements:
· Bracket your film so you can choose the best exposure with the most contrast.

· Use filters as well as dodging and burning if necessary.
